Volunteerism has been incredible so far this year and hopefully you’ve noticed some of the accomplishments we’ve achieved,
from the beautiful gardens that bloomed all summer, the painted Junior Sailing Building and launch shed, the walls that were
restored both inside and outside of the visiting women’s shower/lavatory facility, the addition of a new railing system on one
side of the restaurant’s upper deck, the freshly painted fences, the improved (safer) floating ramp for the Junior Sailors near the
launch slip, and the drainage added to the road between the Gristmill and the Junior Sailing buildings. Members also repaired
and restored dozens of chairs in the restaurant, saving thousands of dollars for replacements.   We also plastered, painted, and
tiled floors (albeit, many in inconspicuous places in the service areas behind the kitchen and bar). I believe we actually stopped
the water from seeping in under the doors on the upper deck which, for years, had led to lots of water damage on plastered
walls near the trophy cases below, which incidentally, still needs remediation and paint. 

The “DONE” list goes on, and to all the members who contributed, I am extremely grateful and hopeful that you have been
within ear-shot of some of the comments about how the facility has improved this year. 

I’m amazed at the fact that there’s so little time left to get the remaining few priorities that I had established to get done this
year completed. But, just as autumn brings such nice sailing conditions to our area, these conditions are generally conducive to
working outside, too, with only the shortened number of daylight hours available being a drawback at this time of year. 

Ever since we finished repairing the roadside (east) wall of the Junior Sailing Building, which leaked water relentlessly across
the floors in the women’s shower room and lavatory every time it rained, I have felt that some of us should make an effort to do
a similar repair to the siding on the road side of the main club house. Unlike the water damage that became so visible in the
Junior Sailing Building, damaging the drywall and shower partitions in the women’s rooms, the main club house hides infiltra-
tion better because floors are elevated slightly. However, the siding and wall designs are similar and evidence shows the same
deterioration along the foundation. 

Therefore, I would like to recruit a work crew to remove the lower section of siding, inspect the foundation, re-flash it with alu-
minum and ice-shield material, and replace the deteriorated siding. I suspect this can be done in two partial days with 4-6 peo-
ple helping.

Additionally, it became obvious that the Junior Sailing Building, when expanded many years ago, only got 2/3 of its roof
replaced. The original, old section, is now leaking; doing water damage to the inside ceiling and walls in the men’s room. At
the very least, we should find the leaks and fix them, aware that a new roof will be required next year.

If any of you can contribute more, or if you are not a former volunteer and would like to help now, please call Mark Schimley,
VC Yard, at 716-570-4857; e-mail me at mschimley@aol.com, or call one of the volunteer recruitment committee members
who will coordinate the timing of our efforts.

And, please, get your name on a volunteer list now for projects that will be planned for winter months. You’d be impressed with
what we got done inside the club-house during last year’s January and February work parties. Coordination would be so much
easier and cost effective if a volunteer labor pool would come forward early so we can better plan and procure material, tools,
and other supplies. 

Thanks again for your support this year, and I look forward to hearing from you all soon.

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Member Spotlight Don Finkle

There are many members who have done a lot for YYC- so it is impossible to say who has done the most, but it is safe to say
that few, if any, have done more than Don Finkle.  From Fleet Officer to Director and as a member of numerous committees,
Don has done more than his share.  Because of this, plus the fact that Don is responsible for starting the Level Regatta 36 years
ago, we have chosen Don for this month’s spotlight feature.   We interviewed Don for this issue in a question / answer format
which follows. 

YYC: Where and when did you start sailing?

Don: My family moved to Youngstown in 1955 when I was 8 years old.   My
dad (PC Donald Finkle, Sr.) was an avid fisherman, and we tried fishing for
one summer, but it wasn’t very good.  Seeing all the sailboats in the harbor, he
decided that we should switch to sailing.  So I started here when I was 9 years
old, mostly crewing for friends who had sailing dinghies of their own.

YYC: Many dream of turning their hobby or avocation into a full time 
occupation, but you actually did it. Has sailing always remained fun for    
you or does the business aspect detract from it?

Don: I never intended this to be my career.   I simply fell in love with it and
have never  looked back.  No regrets. I am extremely fortunate to have a voca-
tion  that I don’t really look at as “work”.  I spend a lot of time at it, but it is
very seldom a chore, more of a challenge.  And I really like the people I work
with and our customers. 

YYC: What changes, if any, do you see in the demographics of sailing as it 
pertains to age and gender? 

Don: Our industry is having a most difficult time forecasting the future of the   
sport.  In my time sailing, especially since the early 1970’s when I got into the 
business, we have seen drastic changes.  It used to be an adult-male-dominated activity, and  that has changed for the better to 
include women and children to a much greater degree.  Kids have much better training now in the junior programs than we ever had.
We had mostly unstructured “messing about in boats” without much formal training or supervision at all.  Like sailing our dinghies
over to Niagara-on-the-Lake as kids to buy firecrackers and English candy bars.  It was more recreation and less competion.

There is some legitimate concern now about our young people becoming burned out at an early age, and in fact we do tend to
lose them from the time they get out of high school until sometime later in their 30’s and even 40’s.  When I first started at RCR
in 1972 we sold a lot of boats to young families.  Now these folks typically devote their early married years more toward raising
the kids, kids sports, and buying bigger houses and such.  Their sailing experiences generally come as crew, not as owners.
Boat ownership tends to come later on.  There is growth potential for more women’s sailing activities, and that is something I’d
like to spend more time cultivating.

YYC: How did you ever come up with the idea for the Level Regatta?  

Don: In the early 1970’s Bob Reese and I were very interested in a new type of racing competition known as “Level” racing.  
This meant that boats would sail against one another without any handicap.  There are basically three types of racing.  One is  
One Design, where all the boats in a class are identical, or nearly so.  Examples would be YYC’s J/22, C&C 29 and Beneteau 
36.7 Fleets.  The most common type of keelboat racing then and now is Handicap racing, where dissimilar boats can compete 
against one another using a time allowance factor.  This system means the faster boats have to beat the slower ones by a given 
amount of time in order to win.  We currently use PHRF (Performance Handicap Racing Formula) ratings here for this purpose.  
But the third type of racing is Level, where the boats are of similar size but somewhat different and there are no time
allowances used.  We liked that idea, and we traveled all over to find that type of racing.  It did not exist here, but I felt there 
would be a demand, so I started the Level and it was an immediate success.  I am most proud of the fact that I was only 26 
years old at the time…and the Club gave me the green light to try.
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Don:  While I have always gotten a lot of credit for starting the Level, the event quickly grew in size to the point that it became
a major club-wide volunteer activity.  There have been many unsung heroes over the years who have made the event so successful.
It is the signature event of our season and our major contribution to the regional sailing scene.  In fact, it has done a  great
deal to spread the goodwill of Youngstown Yacht Club.  All club members can be proud of what we have done over the 
last 36 years with the Level.

YYC: Over the years are there any particularly memorable things that occurred during the Level? 

Don:  There have been plenty, and some of the best stories are unfortunately not fit to print here.  The many, many terrific rac-
ing performances are too numerous to mention.  We have had babies born and marriages develop as a result of the Level week-
end.  To me the greatest accomplishments have been the consistent quality regattas we have run for such a long time, and
involving and benefiting so many people.

YYC: Your partner, Bob Reese, sold Bev and me our first boat, an Albacore, in 1967. That single event changed our lives
to the point that we moved to a house on the water and have sailed ever since. Do you have any idea of how many peo-
ple’s lives you changed in similar ways?  

Don:  Well, I know we have sold over 5,000 boats at RCR, but it is difficult to separate RCR from YYC and how much we were
responsible for and how much came from the Club’s activities.  I like to think of it as a “Youngstown thing”.  But I can say that
people who started sailing in Youngstown have gone on to accomplish some big things in sailing, business, the military and in
life, and they often credit their start here as the springboard to those successes.  

I would like to add one more observation.  While my involvement in starting and managing the Level for many years is
what has gotten the most attention, it is actually one of only numerous regattas I either started, ran or had a hand in over the
years.  I lost count years ago when I passed 50 events.  These included regattas for Lasers, Albacores, Ravens, Solings,
Nonsuches, J/24s, Nutshells, the Richardson, the Alumni Regatta and many others.  Lots of people run regattas, but I did this
when I was in my 20’s and 30’s, and that just doesn’t happen these days.  Look at the age of most race committee personnel and
race organizers and they are grey-haired.  We need to get the younger generation more interested in organizing and volunteer-
ing.  It is starting to come, but this is a widespread problem.

That was after we sent them an email, received confirmation of
receipt, and offered free passes and a spectator boat if needed.  How a local newspaper could choose to ignore an event that had
approximately 2,000 participants from Western New York and Southern Ontario, and is reputed to be one of the largest fresh-
water regattas in the country, is beyond me.   We all read how print media is having a tough time financially.  Local media that
ignores local issues is most likely heading for financial ruin.  If  the “…News” did in fact run a Level article we will print a
retraction in the next issue.   

If you were boating on the Fourth of July you might have seen Bob Reese working in the mooring field .   Fixing a
problem on a national holiday is dedication at its best.  Hats off to RCR and their dedicated staff.

Are you tired of hearing the cigarette boats roaring  through the mooring area with no mufflers ?  Ron Steen, head of
the Niagara County Sheriff’s Marine Division, said to call 716-438-3395 if you want to make a complaint.  It is illegal for a
boat to have exhaust noise above certain levels as measured at the boat and from shore.  The Sheriff has an audiometer and can
issue a ticket immediately.  This goes for boats that are operating at imprudent speeds as well.  Several weeks ago a large ciga-
rette boat was said to be operating recklessly on the Canadian side of the river.   The boat was reportedly told to stop by the US
Coast Guard but fled instead.  The river is increasingly used by everything from tubers, drifting down with a cooler of beer, to
100-foot yachts.  It behooves us all to exercise extreme caution especially in the crowded area between YYC and NOLSC and
to report dangerous situations to the Niagara County Sheriff.  The Coast Guard may be contacted as well but they do not gener-
ally consider that within their scope of duty and will most likely not react unless there is a clear and present danger.

Every summer there are highlights that you remember.  The summer of 2009 is no exception.  The biggest one for me was hav-
ing a team from YYC make it to the US Junior National Championship.  This August Chris Stessing and his crew, DeeDee
Lewin, went to Marblehead and competed for the Bemis Cup.  Over the past few years
Racing Coach, Justin Hays, has been working with Chris and DeeDee to make it, and
they finally did.
